Details 

 Players must be 55+ 

 One-Time Registration Fee: $25 

 Weekly Cart and greens fee: $28 

 Weekly Prize fund:  $5 cash only 

 3 age groups: 55-67 (gold tees), 68-74 (gold tees), 75+ (gold tees) with 80+ playing from the red 

tees 

 Weekly prize payout for Gross and Net scores.  Only playing against players in your age group. 

 

Rule of Play 

 NO MULLIGAMS anytime, anywhere 

 The ball may be moved 1 club length at any time provided it stays in the same condition.  (Rough, 

first cut, fairway) Sand traps and trees do not apply 

 Any ball that goes out of bounds is to be placed where it went out of bounds with a 1 stroke 

penalty.  (Ex – Your tee shot goes out of bounds on #1, you move to where the ball went out of 

play and you are hitting 3) 

 A ball that comes to rest behind any of the large rocks may be moved to a point that does not 

impede your swing without penalty.  (no more than 2 club lengths and hazard must remain in your 

line of sight) 

 Any ball hit into the water will be dropped in designated drop area or at the area of entrée

 with a 1 stroke penalty. 

 Any ball lost on the mound is to be placed at the bottom of the mound at the point of entry with 1 

stroke penalty.   

 Any ball found under a tree may be placed beside the tree where it is found with a 1 stroke 

penalty.   

 Any ball hit into the ornamental grass may be placed beside the grass with a 1 stroke penalty. 

 All players are to PUTT everything out!  No gimmies! 

 All play is from the gold tees except players 80+ who may play from the red tees.
